*  Where applicable, and for your safety, assembly by an adult is strongly recommended.

» Use only vendor-supplied hardware to assemble this item. Using unauthorized hardware could
jeopardize the structural integrity of the item.

* Hardware may loosen overtime. Periodically check that all connections are tight.

+ Keep small parts and hardware out of the reach of children.

Before Assembly

* Remove all parts and hardware from the box. Place all items on a carpeted or scratch-free work
surface, as this will avoid damaging parts during assembly.

*  The shipping box can provide an ideal work surface if none is available.

* Use the components and hardware lists below to identify, inventory and separate each of the
hardware and components included.

+ Toavoid accidentally discarding small components or hardware, do not dispose of any
packaging or contents of the shipping carton until assembly is complete.

DO NOT USE power tools unless it is explicitly identified in this manual as required for use
during assembly. Power tools can damage the fasteners, hardware and/or components.

« Do not fully tighten all fasteners/screws until all parts are in place. Failure to follow these
instructions may cause the fasteners/screws to misalign during assembly.

Care & Use

Use a soft, clean cloth that will not scratch the surface when cleaning.

*  Be sure to vacuum on a weekly basis so dust and dirt do not settle into the fabric.

* Wrinkles in the fabric are a natural part of normal wear.

+  Fabric can fade when exposed to direct sunlight over a long period of time.

* To minimize fading, avoid placing your furniture in direct sunlight.

* Avoid cleaners that use chemical products. Many of these are harsh and not safe for use on
upholstery.

»  Stress to the fabric may result in tears and when stretched, upholstery may not completely return
to its original shape.

* Avoid sitting in one area and use the seating areas evenly for even wear.

»  Fabric is not resistant to animals. Allowing pets on your upholstered furniture is not
recommended.

» If pillow cushions are sewn to the frame, any pulling, or tugging may result in a tear.

Fit the wood feet into the bottom of Product. (Do the same for the rest)
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Step 3

Put the back cushion (H, I, J), seat cushion (F, G) and pillow (K) on the product.

Step 4

Connect the sectionals together by locking the metal plates on the sides of the sectionals into
place.
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Step 5

Connect the sectional together by locking the metal plates in the side of sectionals into place.
Sectional is ready to use.

Do not use this product unless all screws and bolts are securely tightened.
Check that all screws and bolts are secure every three months or as needed.
